Der Her, Outreach Coordinator - Program Assistant at Sexual Offense Services of Ramsey County (SOS).  She is a graduate of the College of St Catherine with a Bachelor’s Degree in Psychology in December of 2003.  

Der was the Program Coordinator of Hmong Women’s Peace (HWP) in 2003.   HWP is one of the programs under Women’s Association of Hmong and Lao (WAHL).

In 2002, volunteer with SOS and became the Volunteer Coordinator at SOS in November 2004.  In 2005, SOS received two funding from the Office of Justice Programs and Partners for Violence Prevention (PVP) to develop a program and curriculum designed to help empower Hmong girl’s groups.  These were young Hmong and Latino girls who were considered moderate to high-risk girls.  These girls were truant, running away and possibly at risk for being sexually exploited.  In 2010, the Girl’s Empowerment Groups had expended from just Hmong girls to all girls.  From 2005 (since the grant started) to now, Der has facilitated more than forty-two empowerment groups in nine different Junior High Schools in Ramsey County. 

Der served as a board member for PVP for five years and she helped coordinate the Advocacy/Cultural Consideration for the Safe Harbor Youth Intervention Project (SHYIP) in 2007.
